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250 MSOS LOOSE REGISTRATION

The Ministry of Information and Broadcasting
(MIB) has cancelled the registration of over 200 multi-
system operators (M SOs) in one month. Thetotal number
of registered M SOs now stands at 1,486 as of August 31,
2023, compared to 1,738 as of July 31, 2023. There has
been adrop of 14.5% inthe number of M SOsin one month.

As per the numbers shared by MIB, out of the 257
cancelled registrations, only oneregistration
was surrendered by Raja Rajeshwari
Entertainment Pvt. Ltd on August 21, 2023.
The rest of the MSO registrations were
cancelled because they were non-
operational.
