MIB CANCELS OVER 1,000 MSO LICENCES

The  Ministry  of
Information & Broadcasting
(MIB) has revoked 1,045 multi-
system operator (MSO) licences
and rejected 114 new
applications due to non-
compliance and unpaid dues.
Only 845 MSOs remain active
as of March 2025. The
crackdown is part of a larger
effort to bring greater
transparency and regulatory
discipline to the cable distribution ecosystem.

journalist Sushil Mohapatra has ventured

into independent digital journalism with

the launch of Grameen Report, a

multilingual YouTube channel focused

on rural stories, village traditions, and

grassroots issues.
